REPORT ON THE 2010 
SOUTHWESTERN TEXAS SYNOD 
ASSEMBLY 

 
The Southwestern Texas Synod Assembly was 

held on May 1-2, 2010 in New Braunfels, TX. The 

theme for this year’s assembly was: God’s Work-

Our Hands: Discovery-Gratitude-Service 

First of all we would like to thank this 

congregation for appointing us to represent Holy 

Cross at this assembly.  We consider this to have 

been both a privilege and a great “learning 

experience.”  Would we attend again?   Yes, we 

would. We are in the electronic age and so all 

voting was done electronically.  It really kept 

things moving along. 

There were three resolutions brought before 

the assembly. 

Resolution #1 was: A Memorial to Rescind the 

Decisions of the 2009 Churchwide Assembly 

Regarding the Change in Ministry Policies.  This 

resolution failed.  The vote was approximately 

58%-42%.  (I did not write this down at the time 

of the vote, so give or take 2%).  

Resolution #2 was:  Termination of Defined 

Benefit Pension Plan by Augsburg Fortress, 

Publishers.  There are approximately 500 present, 

former and retired employees of Augsburg 

Fortress whose annuity payments have been 

eliminated through the termination of Augsburg 

Fortress’ defined benefit pension plan.  This 

resolution is asking the ELCA Church Council to 

look in to the reasons for termination.  This 

resolution passed. 

Resolution #3 was: Memorial to Create a 

Process for Congregational Ratification of 

Churchwide Assembly Actions.  This resolution 

failed 53%-47%.   

We have a copy in full of all 3 resolutions and 

if anyone is interested in reading an entire 

resolution please ask us for a copy.  Of course we 

also have copies of all reports that we would gladly 

share with anyone who is interested. 

Elections were held for Synod Council positions, 

Churchwide Assembly voting members, and 

committee positions.  All done electronically, we 

were finished in about an hour. 

Carl A. Teinert is the Vice President of the Synod 

Council and is in the process of visiting different 

congregations.  He is interested in meeting with all of 

us, hearing first hand our concerns, our hopes, our 

ideas on how to proceed forward with a positive 

Christian life and attitude.   If this Congregation is 

interested in such a meeting he would be happy to 

lead a Bible Study or just simply visit, so let us know. 

The Cross Trails Ministry report was a positive 

and uplifting report.  This ministry is doing a 

wonderful job, reaching out to people of all ages.  

We have that report in its entirety for anyone 

interested in looking at it.   

We heard from three excellent speakers.  

Astronaut Charlie Duke, Dr. Jim Kern and Olympic 

swimmer and gold medalist Josh Davis. 

The Synod offering this year went to a 

scholarship fund for faithful leaders and I’m happy to 

report the offering totaled $65, 052.   

We came away feeling that the Holy Spirit is 

indeed still guiding us.  Some of us may feel a little 

“lost” and “uncertain” of our future, but in and 

through all of this God is with us.  Here are my hands, 

Lord.  Show me where to go, tell me what to do!
