Jesus is challenged to explain what is involved in
obeying the greatest commandment. Jesus tells a
parable rich in surprises: those expected to show
pity display hard hearts while the lowly give and
receive unexpected and lavish mercy.

July 18, 2010-Luke 10:38-42

Jesus uses His visit to two sisters as an occasion
to remind disciples that an important aspect of
obedience is single-minded devotion to Jesus and
His word.

July 25, 2010-Luke 11:1-13

In teaching His disciples this prayer, Jesus also
reminds them to focus on God’s coming reign,
God’s mercy, and the strengthening of the
community.
